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Actress Lends Voice to Gold Coast Film Festival

popular animated television shows.

Evangelion 2.0: You Can [Not] Advance is the second film in the reboot of Neon Genesis
Evangelion, one of the most successful anime series of all time. Telling the story of Asuka and
fellow pilots Shinji and Rai, three children destined to defend Tokyo-3 from monstrous entities
known as Angels, Evangelion 2.0 is epic, dark, and a lot of fun for fans of the original series and

newcomers alike.
